Circuit Board Project
Assignment:

Build a circuit board with questions and answers about the unit you are studying. 

Materials:

One manila folder

A hole puncher – one is on my desk

Strips of heavy duty aluminum foil

Index card or paper insulator

Tape

One light and battery tester
Procedure:

1. Write the topic on the tab of the folder. The topic can be any of the body systems.
2. Write the questions on one side of the folder.

3. Write the answers in a different order on the other side of the folder.

4. Tape strips of aluminum foil from the question to the correct answer.

5. Tape paper or index cards between all strips of foil so only one answer will cause the circuit to be complete.
6. Once your circuit board is complete test it, to make sure one and only one question and answer match.

7. Tape the other half of the manila folder to the backside of the circuit board.
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To the teacher.

You can make your own tester using a small Christmas tree light and some wire and a battery. Christmas tree lights that go out when one bulb goes out are the easiest.  Loop the end of the wire or put a wad of foil on the end to prevent the wire from punching a hole through the foil on the circuit board.
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Students can exchange boards for review.
