	Topic: Satire

	

	Grade Level: 

 12 General
	Time Frame: 100 minutes 

	Description of Students: Approximately fifteen 12th grade students. Primarily white, mixed gendered senior class without any IEPs.

	Lesson Objectives:
· Students will demonstrate their knowledge of satire by creating their own satire or parody. 
· Students will use technology in an effective manner to demonstrate their understanding.

· Student responses to how satire is used in the examples.

	Lesson Content: 
This lesson will occur at the end of a unit on satire. Students will have read “A Modest Proposal” and Gulliver’s Travels and they will be familiar with the use of satire within the context of the 18th century. The class will begin with a review of satire and parody presented in a variety of media: a comic strip, video clips, and a song. Students will then be asked to work, in groups or individually, to create their own satire or parody in media of their choice. At the end of the period, students will show their creative works to the class and explain how they incorporated exaggeration, understatement, and irony.
Plan B: If the technology should fail, the opening examples of satire and parody would be limited to a discussion of things that have previously been covered in the unit and textual and physical examples that I have on paper. Students would also have more limited options for developing their satire or parody. They would be able to use markers and poster board or pencil and paper to develop a less interactive and engaging example of satire.



	Instructional Strategies and Timing: 
Review of satire of different media (20 min) – Activating/Generating Knowledge
· View comic strip, video clip, poster, song, and text demonstrating satire and discuss how they have successfully incorporated exaggeration, understatement, and irony to convey their message. 

Identify group and topic selection (10 min) – Brainstorming/Listing and Identifying Purpose/Audience
· Go over instructions for assignment

· Identify possible topics for assignment

· Students select groups and topics

· Students gather necessary resources for their project

Developing Projects (50 min) – Sequencing/Outlining/Storyboarding and Writing Other Forms of Text
· Students work in their groups composing a work of satire or parody

· I will walk around the room moving between groups, making sure they stay on task and are incorporating the necessary aspects of satire or parody.

Presentations (20 min) – Sharing and Performing/Performance
· Students will present their creations to the class and explain how the choices they made demonstrate the components of satire or parody.
· Presentations will be continued at the beginning of the next class period

	Multi-disciplinary:

 Students will view visual, auditory, and textual representations of satire and parody. They will have access to computers, a video camera, word processing software, Glogster, Comic Creator, poster board and markers, or paper and pen to create their own examples of parody or satire.
	Adaptations: 
Students will be allowed to work in groups and to determine the medium they will use to demonstrate their knowledge of satire and parody.

Students will be allowed to choose the medium through which they will demonstrate their knowledge of the elements of satire and parody.

Reflection:

     In this lesson, technology is used both by the teacher and by the students. The technology used by the teacher is meant to refresh and enhance student understanding of the components of satire by integrating relevant examples of satire that will be familiar to the students and that will demonstrate that satire is not something limited to the 18th century. These modern examples of satire should help students to recognize the prominence of satire in modern culture, the familiarity that they have with the subject, and the feasibility of them developing their own examples of satire. This lesson incorporates UDL principles by allowing students to demonstrate their understanding and knowledge of satire and parody in a variety of ways. In developing their own satire or parody, students will have access to a wide range of technologies so that they can pursue their own interests and strengths while still demonstrating to me and to the class that they understand the necessary aspects of the material. 

    The technology used in this lesson serves as a tool for demonstrating the use of satire in more engaging and interesting ways than could be accomplished by looking at a textual example alone. It also allows students methods of expressing their understanding in ways that they choose and are likely to enjoy. Through the use of these technologies, I will also be able to more directly assess my student’s level of understanding without my assessment being clouded by a difficulty that a student may have with a particular medium (for example, I might inaccurately interpret a student’s understanding expressed through writing if that student finds expressing ideas through writing particularly difficult).  
    The option of working with technology will be a useful way of motivating students to develop products demonstrating their understanding of satire and parody. Without the use of technology, student creations would be limited to textual examples and their drawing skills. The addition of interactive websites, such as Glogster or one of the many comic developing websites, allows students to express their ideas without being limited by their artistic abilities. In this way, the use of technology supports my chosen method of determining how well my students understand the content that we are focusing on in this unit.


	Satire/Parody Project

Individually or in groups, students will demonstrate their understanding of satire and parody by creating their own satire or parody in the media of their choice. Students may choose their topic from the list provided below, or develop their own topic that must be approved by the teacher. The end product must clearly demonstrate student understanding of the components of satire or parody. Students will present their products to the class and explain how their choices support the audience’s understanding of the product as a satire or parody.

Possible topics:
