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Lesson Plan 4
Group: Whole class
Grade: 12
Subject: Psychology
Domain: Accretion
Objectives: The student will teach the class how to score and interpret a psychological assessment measure using a presentation tool within a 5 minute time period.
Background: Students have a basic grasp of psychological assessment tools and a solid grasp on research strategies. Assessment tools are already chosen by students. Students were not allowed to choose the same measure.
Procedure:
1. Students imagine a friend who would possibly be in need of taking their assessment. For example, a student who chose the Beck Depression Inventory would think of a depressed person and take the measure as if they were that person
2. Upon taking it, students learn how to calculate their score

3. Once students have their score, they research what that score means

d. An interpretation of the results, how to interpret
