Lesson Title:  Developing Vocabulary

Suggested Grade Level: Kindergarten

Student Prior Knowledge: 

Students will use prior knowledge on how to describe situations or objects. 

Estimated Lesson Time: 1 hour - 1 hour 20 minutes

Standards:

 LA.K.1.6.1: The student will learn new words to add to their vocabulary.

Goal:

 Students will learn new vocabulary. Through various classroom activities such as describing how to be a good citizen, using the new terms they will be able to expand their vocabulary. By introducing students to new terms they will be able to communicate effectively.

Learning Objectives: 

Introduce terms on flash cards to students. Words that will be shown and defined to the class will be used by students to describe how to be a good citizen. By using terms to describe how to be a good citizen, students will be able to show they grasp the meaning, and know how to apply the new terms properly.

Resources: Colorful flash cards, Markers, worksheets

Procedures:

I/Teacher show you/students flash cards with vocabulary. (15 minutes)

I/Teacher thoroughly explain to you/students the meaning of the new terms. (10minutes)

I /Teacher will use terms in sentences to help further you/students grasp the understanding of the terms.(5 minutes)

I/Teacher will pass out work sheet with terms and pictures, which will help describe the words, to you/students.(15 minutes)

You/Students will use terms in  an activity such as, describing how to be a good citizen, to show your understanding of the terms. (20 minutes)

Assessment: 

The students will be assessed based on their understanding of the terms. Students ability to use the terms correctly will show their level of comprehension.
