2. How Characters Respond to Challenges
· review how to make an inference

· point out to students that the way people respond to challenges tells us a lot about who they are.  You may need to provide an example.

· Begin with students creating four new pages in their reading journal and on each page quickly jot a response to the following question:  “What do you already know about this character?”

· Charlotte

· Hayward

· Vern

· Mr. Millshark

Distribute the text dependent questions for Chapter 2.  In small groups, students should discuss and use their post-its to mark evidence for their answer.  Emphasize  that the author is not telling the reader what the characters are like, she is showing the reader how the characters behave, so that the reader can infer what the character is like.
