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Abstract
     The REACH program is an ungraded special education program designed to meet the needs 
of students with autism spectrum disorder and/or developmental disabilities from ages 5 to 21. 
The classes at the elementary level are 6:1:2 classrooms. This curriculum area project has been 
developed in order to align the various skills worked on during small group lessons at the 
REACH elementary level to the Common Core Standards. 
     Alignment to the Common Core Standards ensures that students with moderate to severe 
disabilities are receiving the same quality of instruction as their peers without disabilities. This 
curriculum is designed to teach in small group lessons. The lessons are theme based and 
encompass a variety of skills including receptive and expressive language skills, fine motor 
skills, and a wide range of reading skills.  They have been created to be implemented by teachers 
with the assistance of teacher’s aides that have been trained in the principles of Applied Behavior 
Analysis and the implementation of positive behavioral support plans. The curriculum links to 
the Common Core Standards initiative to promote continuity and quality instruction.

Rationale
     Differentiating instruction and presentation of instruction for students with special needs and 
varying ability levels is essential to maximize student learning, engagement, and success. 
According to Mercer, Mercer, and Pullen, curriculum materials should use principles for learner 
diversity in order to promote best teaching practices while decreasing student frustrations and 
maximizing learning (2011). Mercer, Mercer, and Pullen also emphasize the importance for 
scaffolding within the material presented and the instruction provided in order to reach all 
students while still allowing for higher order thinking (2011). With well-planned lessons that 
take into account for varying levels, learning can be meaningful for all students, stress can be 
reduced, and mastery and generalization can be achieved. The following lessons have been 
designed to meet the needs of diverse learners with moderate to severe disability, while reducing
their frustration and maximizing their potential for demonstration of skills and learning. The 
lessons utilize techniques such as visual cues, graphic organizers, differentiated questioning 
according to Bloom’s Taxonomy, technology, manipulatives and hands-on activities, and teacher
modeling/demonstration. These strategies are implemented to maximize student learning, 
engagement, and success.

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MOTIVATION (ANTICIPATORY SET) 
Students will be gathered for read aloud.  Behavioral expectations will be reviewed as well as individual token economies.  Prior knowledge will be accessed through various questioning techniques from teacher.  Such questions can include (but not limited to):  
· “What month are we in?”
· “What are some holidays/events we celebrate in the month of September?”
· “What season are we in?”
· “What season will be next?”
Students will take turns reading thematic vocabulary cards and participate in teacher directed shared reading of poem, “I Have So Many Parts of Me” (optional).  Before the story is shown to students, the teacher will direct students to make predictions about what he/she thinks the story will be about.  Teacher will prompt students as needed to make reasonable predictions.  Once predictions are made teacher will introduce story, What I Like About Me by Allia Zoebel Nolan and direct students as to why they will be listening to this story. 
PREQUISITE SKILLS
· Students must be able to sit with whole class. 
· Students must be able to sit for an extended period of time (with minimal breaks) and support of token boards.
· Students must comply with group directives.
· Students must read on grade level.
· Students must be able to write within confined areas.  

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
For students in the ungraded REACH program repetition of all directions and questions will be necessary to aid in processing and understanding.  Wait time for processing of directions and/or questions will also be necessary.  Verbal prompts can be provided for all students to aid in answering of questions with accuracy.  For the All About Me poster if answers are known by teacher ahead of time pre-printed words/phrases can be created for the students to cut and paste into appropriate categories.  If not, assistants can highlight student responses so students can trace within appropriate parameters.  Differentiated exit tickets will be provided to each student, depending on ability level.  

PROCEDURE 

1. Students will be gathered for read aloud.
2. Teacher will review behavioral expectations.
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3. Teacher will introduce lesson.
i. Teacher will review basic concepts of theme of lesson.
a. Season (“What season are we in?”)
b. Month (“What month are we in?”)
c. Holidays/Events (“What holidays/events are we celebrating in September?” 
4. Teacher will review thematic vocabulary with students. (optional)
i. Flash cards
5. Teacher will introduce shared reading.  (optional)
i. Teacher will review title of poem.
6. Teacher will guide students to make appropriate predictions of what story will be about.
7. Teacher will direct students to listen story, What I Like About Me by Allia Zoebel Nolan
i. Review title/illustrator and each job (i.e., The author writes the words and the illustrator draws the pictures).
ii. Purpose for reading:  “Today we will listen to this story and learn about different reasons to like yourself.”
8.  Teacher will check for understanding throughout the story.
9. At end of story Teacher will ask students to share different reasons why they like themselves.
i. Refer back to story to brainstorm ideas.
10. Each student will then be directed to return to desks (if not there already).
11. A sample All About Me poster will be presented on SMART board. 
12. Teacher will review each section and complete for him/herself.  
13. Teacher and teacher assistants will work with students to complete All About Me poster.
14. When students complete assignment, teacher will check and review.
15. At this time, a differentiated exit ticket will be distributed to the students and upon completion students can earn reinforcer of his/her choice.   


CLOSURE 
When students have completed their posters each student will recite what they have written on their posters, out loud to class or individually to teacher.  Students will then be given a differentiated exit ticket to complete.

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE 
During future group times (i.e., Calendar time) the teacher will review with students what their likes are and what they like about themselves (conversational skills). Target responses can also be incorporated into discrete trial social questions program.

If not, assistants can highlight student responses so students can trace within appropriate parameters.  Differentiated exit tickets will be provided to each student, depending on ability level.

BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVES 
· Students will attend to a speaker 80% of the time. 
· Students will answer interrogatives and recall details from a text with 70% accuracy.
· Students will recall facts about autumn with 75% accuracy. 

MATERIALS NEEDED 
· Book Autumn by Gail Saunders-Smith
· Smart Board
· Pencils
· Dry Erase Board and Markers
· Question Worksheet
· Graphic Organizer 
· Scissors
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MOTIVATION (ANTICIPATORY SET) 
I will show the students a projected calendar on the Smart Board with a specified circled date. I will ask the students if they know what is special about that date. If the students do not present independent responses, I will have them reach into a brown paper bag that will have clues/hints that the special date means the season is changing to fall on that day. Clues in the brown paper bag will include fall colored leaves, an apple, a toy pumpkin, a toy rake, etc. 
   
PREQUISITE SKILLS
· Students must be able to remain seated and attend to the speaker for the duration of the lesson with minimal redirection. 
· Students must be able to answer simple questions with support.
· Students must be able to follow simple directions with support.
· Students must be able to engage in fine motor tasks with support. 

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
1. During read aloud, students will be asked questions to check for comprehension to their ability level and visual aids will be provided to students in need of extra support. 
2. Question worksheets will be differentiated to three different levels, with three visual choices, with three written choices, with only lines to write the correct answer.
3. During the question worksheet, higher order questions such as “Where do birds migrate to in the fall?” and “Why do bears hibernate?” will be posed to children who are beginning to understand more abstract concepts, while concrete question (lower level) such as “What is another name for autumn?” will be asked of students who are able to recall basic facts with visual supports. 
4. Graphic organizers will be differentiated to three different level, with visual picture cards to glue on, with written phrases to glue on, and pre-drawn lines to write answers on. Students will have their own hard copy of this as their exit slip and it will be differentiated to their ability level. When they come up to the Smart Board, the graphic organizer with have a mix of pictures to move into the organizer and phrases to move into the organizer so every student can participate. 
5. Support staff will assist any student who needs help with fine motor tasks including writing, cutting, and gluing. 
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PROCEDURE 
0. Preview calendar on the Smart Board and ask the students if they know what special day is circled on the calendar. If children do not respond independently, use clues hidden in a brown paper bag to help them (i.e., red leaf, toy rake,)
0. Read aloud Autumn by Gail Saunders-Smith with periodic questioning for comprehension (7-10 minutes)
0. Present question worksheet on SB and print version to each student. Complete as a class with teacher asking specific questions to certain students based on instructional level and Bloom’s Taxonomy for leveled questioning (10 minutes)
0. Present vortex on the Smart Board and model for the students how to compare and contrast the seasons and place the words into the correct spinning wheel. After modeling, have each student take a turn to compare and contrast the two seasons until the vortex is completed. Review the completed chart of the information sorted into two columns to compare and contrast the seasons (7-10 minutes)
0. Present graphic organizer for fact recall on the SB with students taking turns to come up to the SB and participate according to their skill level 
(5-7 minutes)
0. Provide exit slip (hard copy of the graphic organizer for fact recall) differentiated to each student which is a replication of the graphic organizer previously completed as a class but removed from sight on the SB to assess recall (7-10 minutes)

CLOSURE

1. Preview unfamiliar vocabulary on a chart and then read aloud Splat the Cat and the Pumpkin-Picking Plan by Catherine Hapka with periodic questioning for comprehension (7-10 minutes)
2. Present question worksheet on SB and print version to each student. Complete as a class with teacher asking specific questions to certain students based on instructional level and Bloom’s Taxonomy for leveled questioning (10 minutes)
3. Present graphic organizer of story map on the SB with students taking turns to come up to the SB and participate according to their skill level 
(5-7 minutes)
4. Provide exit slip (hard copy of the story element graphic organizer) differentiated to each student which is a replication of the story map previously completed as a class but removed from sight on the SB to assess recall and comprehension (7-10 minutes)

CLOSURE 
Display favorite pumpkin food graph on the SB, provide students with three different pumpkin foods to taste, have students come up to the SB one at a time and graph their favorite pumpkin food, and engage in a group discussion to verbally analyze the data on the graph discussing such things as most popular, least popular, how many altogether, etc. (10 minutes)

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE 
The students will complete their own graphic organizer differentiated to their ability level to demonstrate understanding of the story elements.

The summary or culmination to the lesson will be a fun activity (after the exit slip) that will involve tasting three different pumpkin foods and having a chance to graph their favorite food on the Smart Board. We will verbally interpret the data as a class and then the students will earn their desired activity for "break time".

1. The teacher will have students sit in the front of the room at the Smart board. The teacher will review new Thanksgiving vocabulary, along with visuals (chores, England, Native Americans, pilgrims)
2. The teacher will read aloud a story called Pete the Cat, The First Thanksgiving, written by Kimberly and James Dean. The teacher will model listening for vocabulary and point to the word on the Smart board.
3. The teacher will then display a comprehension assessment on the Smart board, differentiated to meet the needs of each student.
4. The teacher will discuss details about what pilgrims and Native Americans wear, as the story is being read.

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS:
1. Students will be provided with writing worksheets containing sentence starters. The sentence starters will help the students to derive more ideas for their writing. 
2. Students will be provided with fill in the blanks for their writing activity on the Smart board.
3. Students will be provided with visuals, along with the words, to help better understand the story.
4. Students will be reinforced using token economies throughout the lesson.
5. Students will be given visuals along with the questions on their exit slips
6. Students will be given exit slips that require them to write a full sentence after an adult reads the question to them. 
7. Students will be given a sentence starter to fill in one word, along with a text box to draw their own visual. 
8. Students will be provided with a word bank and a fill in the blank slide on the Smart board. 


PROCEDURE:
1. The teacher will start by presenting a bag to the students. The bag will be filled with photos that correlate with the theme of Thanksgiving. The teacher will ask the students to close their eyes and choose a photo from the bag. As each student chooses a photo, the teacher will ask that the students tell the class something about the picture they chose. The teacher will prompt an open discussion about the pictures and try to get the students to connect the photos to Thanksgiving. The teacher will review why thanksgiving is important and prompt when necessary to have students make connections to their holiday experiences. 
2. The teacher will have six vocabulary words with visuals on the Smart board. (nation, relatives, polished, yams, hound, thankful) The teacher will prompt each student to read the word, and reveal the definition of each word. The teacher will explain to the students that each of these vocabulary words will be in the story and that they need to listen for each word during the reading. 
3. The teacher will begin the story asking basic comprehension questions throughout to review pre-requisite skills taught the previous year. The teacher will ask higher order questions to see what the children are thinking and prompt when necessary to help the students connect their responses to the story. (Ex, “What season is it?” What month is it?” What holiday do we celebrate in November?”)
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CLOSURE:
The teacher will have a differentiated group comprehension assessment prepared on the Smart board for the class to complete together. The assessment will consist of ten questions about the story; each slide differentiated to meet the needs of all students in the class.

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE: 
After completing each slide, the teacher will direct the students to go back to their seats. The teacher will discuss and review (using the book) what makes Thanksgiving so important. The teacher will give each student an exit slip containing four questions about the story on each of them. The exit slips are differentiated. 

EVALUATION:
Students will be able to answer exit slip questions at a 75% accuracy level.

BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVES 
· Students will actively listen to story, Bear Snores On by Karma Wilson by raising their hands with a quiet mouth to answer comprehension questions throughout story with moderate support.  
· Students will distinguish between various animals in a hibernation sorting activity on the SMART Board.  
· Students will categorize various animals that hibernate in a differentiated sorting activity with 80% accuracy with moderate support. 

MATERIALS NEEDED 
· Story, Bear Snores On by Karma Wilson
· Shared poem, Mr Bear (author unknown) (optional)
· Teacher created seasonal vocabulary flash cards (optional)
· Hibernation sort SMART Board file 
· Differentiated sorting activity worksheets  
· Differentiated exit tickets Student supply boxes (with pencil, eraser, crayons, scissors, glue stick, highlighter)
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MOTIVATION (ANTICIPATORY SET) 
Students will be gathered for read aloud.  Behavioral expectations will be reviewed as well as individual token economies.  Prior knowledge will be accessed through various questioning techniques from teacher.  Such questions can include (but not limited to):  
· “What month are we in?”
· “What are some holidays/events we celebrate in the month of current month?”
· “What season are we in?”
· “What season will be next?”
· “What do you know/what have we learned about the season of winter?”

Students will take turns reading thematic vocabulary cards and participate in teacher directed shared reading of poem, Mr. Bear  Before the story is shown to students the teacher will direct students to make predictions about what he/she thinks the story will be about.  Teacher will guide students as needed to make reasonable predictions.  Once predictions are made teacher will introduce story, Bear Snores On by Karma Wilson and direct students as to why they will be listening to this story. 

PREQUISITE SKILLS
· Students must be able to sit with whole class. 
· Students must be able to sit for an extended period of time (with minimal breaks) and support of token boards.
· Students must comply with group directives.

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
For students in the ungraded REACH program repetition of all directions and questions will be necessary to aid in processing and understanding.  Wait time for processing of directions and/or questions will also be necessary.  Verbal prompts can be provided for all students to aid in answering of questions with accuracy.  Pre-printed and cut pictures with words can be created for students to paste in sorting activity.  Words can be highlighted for students to trace in sorting activity.  Differentiated exit tickets will be provided to each student, depending on ability level.  
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PROCEDURE 
1. Students will be gathered for read aloud.
2. Teacher will review behavioral expectations.
3. Teacher will introduce lesson.
i. Teacher will review basic concepts of theme of lesson.
a. Season (“What season are we in?”)
b. Month (“What month are we in?”)
c. Holidays/Events (“What holidays/events are we celebrating in current month?” 
4. Teacher will review thematic vocabulary with students. (optional)
i.  Flash cards
5. Teacher will introduce shared reading.  (optional)
i. Teacher will review title of poem.
6. Teacher will direct students to listen story, Bear Snores On by Karma Wilson.
i. Review title and author of story.
ii. Purpose for reading:  “Today we will listen to this story and learn about the new season.”
7. Teacher will check for understanding throughout the story.
8. At end of story Teacher will ask students various comprehension questions to review basic concepts of story.  
i. Refer back to story, if needed, to aid in answers.
9. Each student will then be directed to return to desks (if not there already).
10. Seasonal sorting activity will be presented on SMART board. (see appendix for ideas).
11. Teacher will pick a student based on appropriate student displayed behavior.  
i. Students will take turns coming up to SMART board to complete sorting activity.
12. When students complete sorting activity, a completed chart will be produced on the SMART board.
13. At this time, the teacher will distribute individualized sorting activities.

MOTIVATION (ANTICIPATORY SET) 
I will show the students a variety of stuffed animals and ask them if they can tell me something that they know about each animal. After every student has shared a fun fact, I will explain to them that after our lesson is over they will have new information that will help them to sort these stuffed animals into groups based on the new facts that they have learned.    
PREQUISITE SKILLS
· Students must be able to remain seated and attend to the speaker for the duration of the lesson with minimal redirection. 
· Students must be able to answer simple questions with support.
· Students must be able to follow simple directions with support.
· Students must be able to engage in fine motor tasks with support. 

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
· During read aloud, students will be asked questions to check for comprehension to their ability level and visual aids will be provided to students in need of extra support. 

· Question worksheets will be differentiated to three different levels, with two visual choices, with three visual choices, and/or with three written choices.

· During the question worksheet, higher order questions such as “Why do some animals migrate for the winter?” will be posed to children who are beginning to understand more abstract concepts, while concrete question (lower level) such as “Which season is the book about?” will be asked of students who are able to recall basic facts with visual supports. 

· Graphic organizers will differentiated to three different level, with visual picture cards to glue on, with written phrases to glue on, and pre-drawn lines to write answers on. Students will have their own hard copy of this as their exit slip and it will be differentiated to their ability level. When they come up to the Smart Board, the graphic organizer with have a mix of pictures to move into the organizer and phrases to move into the organizer so every student can participate. 

· Support staff will assist any student who needs help with fine motor tasks including writing, cutting, and gluing. 

PROCEDURE
I. Teacher will engage the students in a read aloud using Animals in Winter by Martha Rustad with periodic questioning for comprehension (7-10 minutes)
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II. Present question worksheet on SB and print version to each student. Complete as a class with teacher asking specific questions to certain students based on instructional level and Bloom’s Taxonomy for leveled questioning (10 minutes)
III. Present graphic organizer of story map on the SB with students taking turns to come up to the SB and participate according to their skill level (5-7 minutes)
IV. Provide exit slip (hard copy of the story element graphic organizer) differentiated to each student which is a replication of the story map previously completed as a class but removed from sight on the SB to assess recall and comprehension (7-10 minutes)

CLOSURE 
The summary or culmination to the lesson will be a fun activity (after the exit slip) that will involve the students being able to sort the stuffed animals from the anticipatory set into groups using the facts that they learned in the lesson. Each student will have an opportunity to sort the stuffed animals. The students will then earn their desired activity for "break time".  (10 minutes)
INDEPENDENT PRACTICE 
The students will complete their own graphic organizer differentiated to their ability level to demonstrate recall of facts/details about the learned topic.  
EVALUATION 
The assessments used will be an individual graphic organizer for fact recall differentiated to each student and assessed by the teacher to determine if the 2/3 set criteria was met for the majority of the students.
Comprehension question worksheets will also be collected and reviewed by the teacher to assess if 70% accuracy was achieved by the majority of the students.

· Students must be able to follow simple directions with support.
· Students must be able to engage in fine motor tasks with support. 

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
· During read aloud, students will be asked questions to check for comprehension to their ability level and visual aids will be provided to students in need of extra support. 
· Question worksheets will be differentiated to three different levels, with two visual choices, with three visual choices, with three written choices.
· During the question worksheet, higher order questions such as “Why do young penguins wait until their feathers come in to leave their parents?” will be posed to children who are beginning to understand more abstract concepts, while concrete question (lower level) such as “How many kinds of penguins are there?” will be asked of students who are able to recall basic facts with visual supports. 
· Venn diagrams will be differentiated to three different level, with visual picture cards to glue on, with written phrases to glue on, and pre-drawn lines to write answers in. Students will have their own hard copy, as well as completing the Venn diagram on the Smart Board as a class. When they come up to the Smart Board, the graphic organizer with have a mix of pictures to move into the organizer and phrases to move into the organizer so every student can participate. 
· Support staff will assist any student who needs help with fine motor tasks including writing, cutting, and gluing. 

PROCEDURE 

I. Preview unfamiliar vocabulary on a chart and then read aloud Penguins by Valerie Bodden with periodic questioning for comprehension (7-10 minutes)
II. Present question worksheet on SB and differentiated print versions to each student. Complete as a class with teacher asking specific questions to certain students based on instructional level and Bloom’s Taxonomy for leveled questioning (10 minutes)
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III. Present Venn diagram on the SB with students taking turns to come up to the SB and participate according to their skill level (5-7 minutes)


IV. Provide exit slip (hard copy) differentiated to each student which is a replication of comprehension questions completed as a class but removed from sight on the SB to assess recall and comprehension (7-10 minutes)
V. Present steps to how to make the penguin food craft on the Smart Board. Review and model the steps with the students before giving them their own ingredients. Give students their own ingredients to make their own penguin food craft. 

CLOSURE 
Present steps to how to make the penguin food craft on the Smart Board. Review and model the steps with the students before giving them their own ingredients. Give students their own ingredients to make their own penguin food craft.  (10 minutes)

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE 
The students will complete their own Venn diagram and exit slip differentiated to their ability level to demonstrate understanding of the facts about penguins.

EVALUATION 
The assessments used will be the individualized graphic organizers and exit slips differentiated to each student and assessed by the teacher to determine if the set criteria for each was met for the majority of the students.
Comprehension question worksheets will also be collected and reviewed by the teacher to assess if 77% accuracy was achieved by the majority of the students.

3. The teacher will show the students the visual schedule and explain that they will be listening to a story, focusing on key vocabulary words reviewed.
4. The teacher will read There Was an Old Lady who Swallowed a Bell, by Lucille Colandro. The teacher will pause in between pages, to ask comprehension questions throughout the story. The teacher will refer back to the vocabulary on the Smart board.
5. After reading the story, the teacher will display group comprehension questions on the Smart board for the children to take turns to come up and answer. Each slide is differentiated to meet the individual needs of the students. The slides include basic –wh questions about the story.

CLOSURE 
The teacher will direct each student to go back to his or her seat. The teacher will explain to the students’ that the class will be re-telling the story together. 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MOTIVATION (ANTICIPATORY SET) 
Students will be gathered for read aloud.  Behavioral expectations will be reviewed as well as individual token economies.  Prior knowledge will be accessed through various questioning techniques from teacher.  Such questions can include (but not limited to):  
· “What month are we in?”
· “What are some holidays/events we celebrate in the month of current month?”
· “What season are we in?”
· “What season will be next?”

Students will take turns reading thematic vocabulary cards (optional).  Before the story is shown to students the teacher will direct students to make predictions about what he/she thinks the story will be about.  Teacher will guide students as needed to make reasonable predictions.  Teacher will also ask if students know what rhyming words are.  Once predictions and pre-reading questions are complete, teacher will introduce story, The Cat in the Hat by Dr. Seuss and direct students as to why they will be listening to this story. 

PREQUISITE SKILLS
· Students must be able to sit with whole class.
· Students must be able to sit for an extended period of time (with minimal breaks) and support of token boards.
· Students must comply with group directives.
· Students must be able to identify rhyming pairs.

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
For students in the ungraded REACH program repetition of all directions and questions will be necessary to aid in processing and understanding.  Wait time for processing of directions and/or questions will also be necessary.  Verbal prompts can be provided for all students to aid in answering of questions with accuracy.  For the rhyming activity the teacher can choose a word for students to begin with (or give the students a choice).  Picture-word cards can be pre-printed and cut-out for students to paste in lines (with highlighted endings). If not, assistants can highlight student responses so students can trace within appropriate parameters.  Students can be given a phonemic cue to help in creating rhyming words. · Students will actively listen to a story, raise their hands, and sit quietly throughout the lesson until they are called on

· Students will be able to sequence the events in a story
· Students will be able to read, recognize and build sentences with sight words learned.

MOTIVATION (ANTICIPATORY SET) 
The students will be participating in an interactive, hands-on activity, during an ELA lesson assessing sequencing skills, reading comprehension skills, and sight word recognition. The students will be presented with a visual schedule allowing them to see upcoming steps during the lesson. 

PREQUISITE SKILLS
· Students must be able to answer basic –wh questions.
· Students must be able to follow directions with support.
· Students must be able to identify seasons and months.
· Students must be able to listen and attend to a story.
· Students must be able to identify all letters of the alphabet.
· Students must be able to write all letters of the alphabet.
· Students must be able to identify beginning sounds. 


NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
· Students will be provided with visuals along with words on the Smart board slides and on worksheets. 
· Students will be provided with beginning sound match ups as a review of the vocabulary on the Smart board.
· Students will be given a sequencing worksheet. The worksheet will require students to use a word bank to fill in appropriate sequencing words, along with gluing down the correct picture. 
· Students will be given another sequencing worksheet. The students will be required to cut and paste the correct answers.
· Students will be provided with an exit slip including a sentence starter and will be required to retell their favorite part of the story. 
· Students will be provided with an exit slip matching words and pictures reflecting new vocabulary learned. 
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PROCEDURE 
       1. The teacher will have the students sit up in the front of the room facing the Smart board. The Smart board will contain a visual schedule showing the students what they are expected to do for the lesson. The teacher will read the schedule to the students and explain to them that each step will be checked off as we finish them throughout the lesson.
        2. The teacher will begin the lesson by asking the students basic concept skills discussed previously. The teacher will have a slide on the Smart board reviewing the season winter. The slides will include the number of seasons throughout the year, what season it will be next, the month of the year and a calendar, marking spring. The teacher will review the month with the students and ask them to tell the class today’s date. The teacher will ask them what season begins in March. The teacher will have the students use the calendar to count how many days until spring begins. 
      3. The teacher will have a small desk in the front of the room containing two dice. The dice will include visuals of vocabulary words from the story. The visuals in each die will include a chick, straw, a basket, a bow, candy and an egg. The teacher will have one student come to the front of the room. The teacher will prompt and direct the child to give each peer a turn to come up and roll a die. The teacher will prompt the student to direct each peer to match the picture that they rolled to the same picture on the Smart board. The teacher will ask the students to identify the beginning sounds of each word, and match it to the correct letter. The teacher will direct the student to read the vocabulary word above each picture. After each student receives a turn, the teacher will explain that these are all vocabulary words that the students will listen for in There was an Old Lady Who Swallowed a Chick.
       4. The teacher will direct the students’ attention back to the visual schedule. The teacher will check off the first step and discuss that a story will be read next.
        5. The teacher will now read aloud There Was an Old Lady who Swallowed a Chick.  The teacher will be asking comprehension questions and assessing sequencing skills during the reading. The teacher will refer back to the Smart board and continuously ask students to pay attention to new vocabulary heard in the story. The teacher will ask questions and have students discuss why the story is a fantasy.
         6. The teacher will refer back to the visual schedule to remind students that they will now be going back to their desks to complete a worksheet with the whole group. 

CLOSURE 
The teacher will direct each student to go back to his or her seat. The teacher will explain to the students that the class will be re-telling the story together. The teacher will give each child a worksheet and explain that they will be completing a sequencing worksheet. Each worksheet will be differentiated to meet the needs of each child. Three students will be given a sequencing worksheet where they will have to find the matching visuals and glue them down in the correct order. One student will be given a sequencing story booklet where he will find the correct visual in the order they occurred, along with writing the vocabulary word above it. Another student will be given a sequencing worksheet to follow along with, where he will be writing complete sentences including sequencing language. (i.e., first, next, last). The teacher will work with the 
						204
group to recall from the story in the correct order. The teacher will see what the students can remember on their own. If necessary, the teacher will model looking back through the story to help find the answers. The teacher will model the answers on the Smart board to help the students follow along with the lesson. The teacher will refer back to the visual schedule and review with the students that it is now time to earn a short break for completing their work. The teacher will now give the students a chance to take a break and earn an item of their desire for following directions and completing their work. The teacher will direct each assistant to give the students their last tokens and send them one by one to earn. The teacher will set a timer for two minutes and then transition the students back to their desks. When the students return, the teacher will show them the schedule and remind them that they will be completing more work at their desks before earning again. The teacher will review what each student is working to earn and then continue the lesson. The teacher will give each student sentence board strips. The teacher will review previous sight words mastered by each student. The sight words will be the, can, and, see, I, a, and an. The teacher will model for the students, using the same sentence strip, creating a sentence using sight words and vocabulary learned from the story. The teacher will create a sentence (i.e., I see the basket).  The teacher will direct the students to create the same sentence on their boards. The teacher will call on different students to create new sentences using sight words and vocabulary words.

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE 
The students will each be given their own exit worksheet to their understanding of the concepts covered in the lesson. Each student will be given a different worksheet based on I.E.P goals and needs. Three students will have questions where they fill in one word about what happened at the end of the story. Two students will be asked to write their favorite part of the story. Daniela will be given a phonics worksheet where she will match beginning sounds to pictures. 

EVALUATION 
The students will be able to answer their exit slip questions independently with an 80% accuracy level.

· Students must be able to count objects up to 10.
· Students must be able to identify seasons and months of the year.
· Students must be able to discuss weather during the spring time. 

NECESSARY MODIFICATIONS
1. Students will be provided with visuals along with words on the Smart board slides and on worksheets.
2. Students will be provided with visuals along with new vocabulary words.
3. Students will be provided with an exit slip containing visuals for answers.
4. Students will be provided with an exit slip where they will have to read words without visuals and circle the choice that is correct. 
5. Students will be given fill in the blank sentences, with a word bank present. 

PROCEDURE 
1. The teacher will start by showing the children a picture schedule of the activities that will be done during the lesson. (Pictures in order of lesson, Mystery Bag, Smart board, Story and Special Activity cues)
2. The teacher will show the students the first picture on the class schedule of the mystery bag. The teacher will show the students the mystery bag, which will be the same as in the photo. 
3. The teacher will explain to the students that it is a “mystery bag” because it contains something inside of it and they do not know what it is. The teacher will have the students pass the bag around and feel the object inside.
4. The teacher will tell the students to guess or make predictions about what could be in the bag. The teacher will have three visual cues on the board (tennis ball, lemon and grapes) for the children to use as a guide to help them predict what is in the bag.
5. The teacher will then pull the lemon out of the bag and hold it next to the visuals asking the students if the object matched any of the pictures.
6. The teacher will then explain that the object was a lemon. The teacher will review the four seasons of the year with the students. The teacher will explain that during 
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the spring time, the weather gets warmer, and it is important to drink certain liquids in the warm weather. The teacher will explain that lemonade is a cool, refreshing drink that can be made in the spring time. 
7. The teacher will point to the next visual on the schedule and start a vocabulary lesson on the Smart board. The vocabulary words include the spelling of the word, along with a visual. The vocabulary words are fruit, lemon, recipe and pitcher.
8. The teacher will differentiate the instruction to meet the needs of each student to answer questions about the vocabulary on the Smart board slides. (Examples: picture match, circling answers, writing in answers)
9. The teacher will use the vocabulary and pictures to help the students think about what beverage can be made using lemons. The teacher will then point to the third visual on the schedule which shows they will be listening to a story called Let’s Make Lemonade. The teacher will have the story projected on the Smart board.
10. The teacher will read to the children; assessing comprehension and vocabulary words discussed.
11. The teacher will then point to the last picture on the schedule that shows a special activity. The teacher will explain that the students will be making lemonade together, like the characters did in the story.
 
CLOSURE 
The students will be following a picture sequencing activity (recipe) based on the story Let’s Make Lemonade, written by Karen Mockler. The students will be engaged in a hands on activity to make lemonade together following the visuals on the Smart board.

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE 
The teacher will have each student complete an independent worksheet about the lesson. The worksheets are differentiated towards specific needs and based on the ELA activity.

The teacher will discuss how fruits and vegetables are grown during the spring. The teacher will discuss the importance of sunlight and water when vegetables and fruits are growing. 
2. The teacher will start by bringing the children to the Smart board. The teacher will explain to the students that it is important to eat different types of foods that are good for their bodies. The teacher will have them access prior knowledge and discuss vegetables that they have tried. The Smart board will contain a slide of pictures that are vegetables. The students will be asked to name a vegetable that they see on the board. They will be prompted to come up and drag the picture into the vegetable basket.  The teacher will explain that vegetables are a healthy food group.
3. The teacher will then ask the students if they can name a fruit that they have ever tried. After listening to the students answers, the teacher will explain that fruits are another group of foods that are good for the body. The teacher will show the students a slide of pictures of different fruits. The students will discuss the pictures that they see and take turns dragging them into the fruit basket. 
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4. The teacher will tell the students that they are going to be hearing a story about why fruits and vegetables are good for your body and what they do for the body. The teacher will introduce new vocabulary words (healthy, bones, heart, brain and vitamin.) The teacher will tell the students to listen to the new words as they hear the story. 
5. The teacher will read the story A Rainbow of Food. As the teacher reads she will stop and ask comprehension questions. The teacher will also make sure the children understand and recognize the new vocabulary words introduced.
6. The teacher will go back to the Smart board activity. The Smart board slides will have both the fruit and vegetable baskets with the same pictures to assess if the students understood and remembered which foods were fruits and which were vegetables. 

 CLOSURE: 
The teacher will have a Venn diagram displayed where the students will be asked to sort the fruits and vegetables into their correct placement. The teacher will then instruct the students to go back to their seats to complete a comprehension worksheet differentiated to meet all needs. The teacher will go through each page in the story again and model how to look back in the story for the answers.

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE: 
The teacher will provide the students with differentiated exit slips. Each exit slip will be asking students to sort fruits and vegetables into the groups that they belong. One exit slip will require the students to cut and paste the different fruits and vegetables into their correct groups. The other exit slip will require the students to copy and paste visuals of fruits and vegetables into their appropriate category and then write the word on the line.  


EVALUATION: 
The students will be able to answer the exit slip questions at an 80% accuracy level.

7. Teacher will check for understanding throughout the story.
i. Teacher will review basic concepts of season.
a. “How does it feel in the summer?”
b. “What do you see in the summer?”
c. “What do you hear in the summer?”
d.  “What do you taste in the summer?”
e. “What do you smell in the summer?”
f. “What can you do in the summer?”
8. At end of story Teacher will ask students various comprehension questions to review basic concepts of story (order of events).
i. Refer back to story, if needed, to aid in answers.
9. Each student will then be directed to SMART board.
10. Sequencing activity will be presented on SMART board.
11. Teacher will pick a student based on appropriate student displayed behavior.  
i. Students will take turns around SMART board to sequence the pictures.
a. When each student picks a picture he/she will be required to put picture word into a sentence and share with the class.
i.e.  “First the Old Lady swallowed a _________.”
12. At completion of group activity, the teacher will distribute individualized sequencing activities.
i. Students will complete with various level of support from staff.
13.  Upon completion of independent activity, teacher/staff will check.
14. Teacher will provide students with individualized exit tickets.  
15. Once exit tickets are complete, students can earn reinforcer of his/her choice.
